HOTEL 

On page 7 you will find 
instructions for making 
your hotel 
reservations. The room 
choices and rates are 
as follows:  

Sunday through 
Thursday nights: $99 
for the Sound side, or 
$109 for the Gulf view 
side. 

We have a few rooms set aside for stays three days before and 
after the reunion. Rates for those days are: Friday and Saturday: 
$129 and $139 for Sound side and Gulf view side, respectively. 

Most rooms are double queens, but a few king bedrooms are 
available on a first-come-first-served basis. If you want a king-sized 
bed, that’s your incentive to book early. Cancellations may be made 
without penalty up to three days before the reservation start date. 

MEALS 

Breakfast is not included in the hotel rate, but a few generous 
culinary volunteers will be providing some special breakfast treats. If you 
want to contribute something, please let us know. 

Lunches are included in the group activities fee of $170, which you 
will be asked to pay by October 1st. That fee covers all lunches, entry 
fees, transportation, tours and banquet, and is fully refundable if you 
sign up and then are unable to attend. Three dinners are on your own. 

OTHER 

Hotel transportation to and from the airport is $35 for 4, plus $5 
each for the 5th and 6th person. This rate is from Mr. Freddie, a retired 
Marine Vietnam vet. Hotel parking is free. Uber is available for $20.
